• The THPO provides tribal voice via review, comment, 

consultation, contracting, and partnerships associated with 

projects throughout the ceded lands and ancestral homelands.  

 

• By advocating for the tribe’s cultural resources (artifacts, 

materials, and practices) the Office maintains and demonstrates 

stewardship responsibilities linked to its sovereignty and 

maintain connection throughout its ceded lands.
